1. CIT Statement of Attainment - Aged Care/ Disability/ Children’s Services (Year 12 only) 

This program covers the 3 Cert III competencies common to each of the above areas, before deciding which industry to pursue. A 

Certificate III can be completed the following year. This course will assist you to gain an apprenticeship in any of the above areas and 

with entry to Nursing at CIT. 

Starts:  Thursday 24 July (17 weeks) 

Unit Value: 1.2 

 

2. CIT – Fashion Illustration Unit 

This short course will provide students interested in pursing a career in Fashion an opportunity to develop their fashion illustration 

skills. 

Starts:  Thursday 8 August (8 weeks) 
Unit Value: 0.5 standard points 
 

3. CIT – Certificate IV Business Units 

If you are considering a career in Business, the following Certificate IV units are being offered to colleges for the first time by CIT.  

Starts:  Thursday 24 July (17 weeks) 

Unit Value: 2.0 standard points 
 

4. CIT - Portfolio Presentation Unit 

Students who are considering design as a career (Fashion, Graphics, Photography, Art etc) are required to present a portfolio of their 

work at interview. This course will assist in the preparation of a design portfolio.

Unit Value: 0.5 standard points 

 

5. AIE – Certificate II in Screen (Basic 3D Animation)  

Starts: Wednesday 23 July 

Unit Value: 2.0 standard points 
 

6. CIT Statement of Attainment – Electrotechnology Basics 

This program provides you with the basic underpinning knowledge and skills used in the electrotechnology industry. It may assist you 

to gain an apprenticeship with an electrician or electronics business. 

Starts:  Thursday 24 July (8 – 5pm for 18 weeks)
