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Students are expected to attend all classes and submit all assessment tasks for the units in which
they are enrolled.

Board of Senior Secondary Studies (BSSS) policy is that students are to be given a V Grade if they
do not attend 01 of all classes for a unit, if they fail to complete 01 of the
assessment for a unit, without a satisfactory explanation. If a student has a valid reason for missing
classes or not submitting an assessment task, they must provide adequate documentary evidence.
Hawker College expects explanations for absences to be provided within two weeks of the absence.

BSSS policy also specifies that late work is to be penalized at the rate of 21 of the possible marks
for % late (including weekends and public holidays). Work that is handed in more than 7
days late will receive “zero” for that item. If there is a valid reason why the work is late, adequate
documentary evidence must be provided. Requests for extension to deadlines for assessment tasks
must be made in advance. (“Request for extension” forms are available from the Den.)

Plagiarism is the presentation of someone else’s work as your own. The BSSS has prescribed
heavy penalties for plagiarism. All students will receive a handout outlining what is meant by
plagiarism, how to avoid it, and the penalties that are to be applied under BSSS policy.
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Raw scores are calculated by adding all the marks awarded for individual assessment items,
according to the weightings specified on the outline. These “raw scores” are then restandardised.
The mean and standardisation used for restandardising are chosen in semester one of year 11, on the
basis of the performance of comparable groups in previous years. Backscaling is used after
semester one to ensure comparability of results across semesters.
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Moderation methods include common assessment items, cross marking and matching student work
with the criteria and standards outlined in the unit grade descriptors. Some students’ work will be
presented at Moderation Days for peer review.
