ANIMAL ATTRACTION!!

If you enjoy working with people and animals then a career in animal care may be for you! There is a wide variety of
work available and whether you prefer to look after animals or work with them, you will need skills based on care,
appreciation and respect for animals.

The animal care industry offers many opportunities in both rural and city areas ranging from veterinary nursing to
animal welfare and management, pet care, dog handling and animal training. You can work full-time, part-time or as a
volunteer, manage a small business, undertake an apprenticeship or traineeship or simply keep animals as a hobby.

You could work on a horse stud or farm, in a cattery, zoo, research lab, kennel or pet shop, or involve yourself with
wildlife rehabilitation or feral animal control. If you're crazy about dogs, then how about working with dogs in security and
customs, or training guide dogs for a living?

A Certificate 111 in Companion Animal Services (4289) develops skills for the care of a variety of animals as well as the
necessary public contact skills to provide information on products and services. Certificate 1V (4295) develops small
business management skills and allows you to specialise in areas such as grooming services, breeding, purchasing and
training companion animals.

A Certificate 111 in Animal Technology (1048) will qualify you as an assistant Animal Technician involved in the care and
husbandry of animals used in research. If you are chiefly interested in Wildlife consider a specialist qualification in Captive
Animals (Certificate 111 — 1068) for a role as a Keeper in a zoo, wildlife or theme park. If you are horse mad try Horse
industry Operations (Certificate 11 - 7276) for a career as a groom. If you prefer to breed’m and eat’'m then try a
Certificate 11 in Agriculture (1023) or a specialised certificate in Beef, Dairy, Goat or Poultry Production!

Traineeships are available in all the above areas and you may even be able to undertake some training while still at
School! Speak to your Careers Advisor about this.

Whatever your level of career ambition, if you love animals then there are many different levels of participation
in the industry that can meet your abilities and desires!
